2. PREPARATION OF MANUSCRIPTS

The text must be in English. The submitted typeset scripts of each contribution must be in their final form and of good appearance because they will be printed directly without any editing. Your paper must be printed actual size (exactly how it is to appear in the Proceedings) in two columns. The document you are reading is printed in the format that should be used in your paper.

2.1 Specifications

The top margin of the first page should be more than 2.5 cm.

The top margin of the second and subsequent pages should be 2.0 cm.

The bottom margin should be 2.2 cm.

The left and right margins should be 1.6 cm.

The width of each column should be 8.2 cm.

The distance between the two columns of text should be 1.4 cm.

The interlinear space should be 13 points.

2.2 Recommended Point Sizes and Style Guidelines
We recommend a font of 10 points or greater. This document is set in 10-point Times New Roman. 

Title: The title should be centered across the top of the first page and should be in at least 14-point type.
Authors’ Names and Addresses: The authors’ names and addresses should be centered below the title. These

lines should be in at least 12-point type.
Keywords: From 5 to 7 keywords should follow the abstract as a subheading of the Abstract.
Headings: Major headings are to be column centered in a bold font and in capitals. They may be numbered. They should be in 12-point type.

Subheadings: Subheadings should be in a bold font and lower case with initial capitals. They should start at the left-hand margin on a separate line. They should be in 10-point type.

Sub-subheadings: Sub-subheadings are to be in a bold font. They should be indented and run in at the beginning of the paragraph. The top of this paragraph illustrates a sub-subheading.

Tables/Illustrations: All illustrations (pictures) should be clear black and white prints. Tables/illustrations should be in place in the article. It is desirable to put them at top or bottom of a page. Tables/Illustrations may also span both columns.
Page Numbering: Number your pages, lightly, in
